(2) participate in training at encampments,
maneuvers, outdoor target practice, or other exer-
cises, at least 15 days each year.

) An assembly for drill and instruction may
consist of a single ordered formation of a company,
battery, squadron, or detachment, or, when author-
lzed by the Secretary concerned, a series of ordered
formations of parts of those organizations. How-
ever, to have a series of formations credited as an
Sssembly for drill and instruction, all parts of the
unit must be included in the series within 30 con-
secutive days,

€} The total attendance at the series of forma-
‘tions constituting an assembly shall be counted as
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the attendance at that assembly for the reguired
period. No member may be gounted more than once
or receive credit for more than one required period
of attendance, regardless of the number of forma- -
tions that he attends during the series constituting
the assembly for the required period.

(> No organization may receive credit for an
ascembly for drill or indoor target practice unless—

(1) the number of members present equals or
exceeds the minimum number prescribed by the
President;

{2) the period of military duty or imtmction
for which a member is credited is at Jeast one and
one-half hours; and

(3) the training is of the {ype prescribed by the
Secretary concerned.
